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Llanidloes Fancy Dress is on!
Llanidloes Fancy Dress will take place organisers said today. The date this year is Friday 6th July. Concern had been raised as to the problem of where to hold a dance following the closure of Llanidloes Community Centre but alternative arrangements to hold it on the Gro Car Park in the town continue to go ahead. Nick Venti, one of the organisers said, “The Fancy Dress is difficult to cancel, as has been proven in previous years, but the closure of the Community Centre raised serious questions over how to pay for first aid cover, street closures, entertainments’ licences, additional toilet facilities, and so on without a dance to generate revenue.”
“Following the suggestion from the Rugby Club to stage a dance at the Gro Car Park, we are in the process of obtaining an entertainments license from Powys County Council, although some residents of Hafren Court and the area surrounding the Gro are understandably concerned about the potential for damage to their properties. The only thing I can say is that we are keen to minimise the impact of the dance on local residents and to address their legitimate concerns. Both Benji and I are available to speak to or meet with local residents and we would be happy to come down to the Gro area and go through the arrangements we are proposing to put in place as and when is mutually convenient.” 
“Should the license be granted for the dance, late night entertainment will include a mixture of bands and DJ’s; Monkey Spank, The Beast, Kryptics and Smoke like a Fish. The popular judging competitions will also take place earlier on in the evening. Should the entertainments license not be granted we will have to rely on donations on the night (and move the bands to the street) but in our experience these cannot be relied upon to cover the costs of the event, let alone ensure any surplus so that donations can be made to good causes within Llanidloes. In the past money has been given to buy a computer for Llanidloes Youth Club and play equipment for Crocodocodiles amongst others.”
“The local police would also like to see well regulated entertainment laid on after the finish of the event on the main streets at midnight, to help with the dispersion of the 6,000 or so revellers who attend the Fancy Dress and the dance will fit this bill. I can assure everyone that the event will be heavily stewarded to ensure that public nuisance is kept to a minimum.”
