L.L.A.N.I. Ltd Marketing Success

Two years ago community regeneration group L.L.A.N.I. Ltd were awarded funding to deliver a range of joint marketing initiatives for the town. Now, at the end of the funding period, L.L.A.N.I. Ltd Marketing Officer, Claire Jones says ‘thank you’ to all of those businesses and individuals who have supported the project; a project which has generated comments such as the one above for the Llanidloes brochure.
Claire said “Thanks to the support this project has received, we have met and in many cases exceeded all of the targets from the Welsh European Funding Office; 129 Small to Medium Enterprises (SME’s) in Llanidloes and the surrounding area have benefited from taking part in our joint marketing initiatives (against a target of 75). The majority of beneficiaries i.e. SME’s who responded to our survey question on visitor enquiries stated that they had received more during the project period. Similarly the number of SME’s who stated that they had had more visitors, was greater than those who had received fewer or who had noticed no change.”
“Over the past 2 years we have produced the first full colour promotional brochure for Llanidloes, which over 98% of respondents to our questionnaire rated as good or excellent and 85% said that it had interested them in visiting the area. The website has also been significantly re-developed. The number of unique visitor’s to the site has increased by over 27% over the duration of the project. Additionally, an e-marketing campaign has been undertaken which resulted in above average open and response rates to our e-mail promoting the walking section of llanidloes.com. The Sabrina Walk is a case in point; in conjunction with the Sabrina Walk Committee, we have increased the number of entrants from 30 to 160 (and still counting) in just 2 years.”
“Of course there is still much more we would have liked to have done had the time-scale for the funding not been so limiting, nor are we so complacent to think that all businesses in Llanidloes have seen an increase in visitors; they have not. But this project has clearly shown that visitors can be encouraged to visit, and have done so as a result of the measures we have put in place to raise awareness about the town. My final marketing report, including recommendations for future initiatives will soon be available on the ‘About Us’ section of Llanidloes.com for everyone to read.”
Claire, who will be leaving the company at the end of the month, commented, “On a personal level I have enjoyed working with local businesses in developing the profile of the area and I would like to say a big thank you to all of them who have taken part in our initiatives and made the project such a success.”
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
